MYP is a holistic educational frame-
work and approach, which reflects the 
education of the whole child. Holistic 
education broadens and deepens the ed-
ucational process. It represents a 
planned approach that encourages per-
sonal responsibility, promotes a positive 
attitude to learning, and develops social 
skills. These are essentials in the mod-
ern world in which we live. Holistic ed-
ucation focuses on the fullest possible 
development of the person, encouraging 
individuals to become the very best or 
finest they can be and enabling them to 
reach their goals and experience all they 
can in life.
