Upcoming events in April include: SAT and PSAT 9 testing on April 16th, mandatory for
freshmen and juniors, resulting in no school for sophomores or seniors. Additionally, April
17th, sophomores will fake the PSAT 10, while juniors will have CMAS tfesting, with no
school for other grades.

We emphasize the importance of participation and giving their best during testing. These
assessments are crucial for graduation and provide valuable insights for improving our
educational practices. Students who miss the initial exams will be scheduled for make-up
testing, so please avoid scheduling appointments on April 16th and 17th mornings.

Additionally, students who do not attempt to demonstrate proficiency on our standard-
ized tests- a graduation requirement- will not be eligible for their next tiered badge until
they attempt to demonstrate proficiency. That means, for example, if you're a sophomore
and you don't test, you won't get of f-campus privileges until you do, and that opportunity
will not come around again for one year.

Also, throughout the month, our students will participate in various events such as the
Colorado West Music Festival performances, the International Baccalaureate Diploma
Programme CAS Expo, and the NWEA testing for freshmen and sophomores, providing
valuable insights for teachers to better support their students.

Filling out the FAFSA
is FREE! Also, make sure you select that correct college semester: Fall 2024.
